It’s time to

Every day, all across Vermont, people experience domestic and 
sexual violence. Research indicates that:
 • One in three women and one in four men will experience sexual violence in their lifetime 
 • One in four women and one in nine men will experience domestic violence in their lifetime

 • 19,000 hotline calls were made by Vermonters seeking support and resources due   
    to domestic violence or sexual abuse in 2019
 
 • ~9,000 people sought out in-person help in 2019
 
 • For the past 25 years, half of all homicides in VT have been related to domestic violence

 • In some years, Vermont has ranked in the top 10 states in the nation for our rate of 
   domestic violence homicide
